After-Work Chicken 
Noodle Soup 

Prep Time: 10 min 
Total Time: 30 min 
Makes: 4 servings  

2 cups cut-up rotisserie or other cooked 
chicken 
2 medium stalks celery, chopped (1 cup) 
2 medium carrots, sliced (1 cup) 
1 medium onion, chopped (1/2 cup) 
1 tablespoon chopped fresh parsley or 1 
teaspoon parsley flakes 
1 teaspoon dried thyme leaves 
¼  teaspoon pepper 
2 cloves garlic, finely chopped 
4 cans (14 oz each) chicken broth 
1 cup uncooked wide egg noodles (2 oz) 

1. In 3-quart saucepan, heat all ingredients 
except noodles to boiling. Stir in noodles. 
Heat to boiling; reduce heat. 

2. Simmer uncovered 8 to 10 minutes, stirring 
occasionally, until noodles and vegetables 
are tender.

Mardi Gras - Fat 
Tuesday - February 16, 

2010 
 
Fat Tuesday is the day 

before Ash Wednesday. It is also known as Mardi 
Gras Day or Shrove Day. It is a day when people eat 
all they want of everything and anything they want as 
the following day is Ash Wednesday, the beginning of 
a long fasting period for Christians.  
 
In addition to fasting, Christians also give up 
something special that they enjoy.  So, Fat Tuesday 
is a celebration and the opportunity to enjoy that 
favorite food or snack that you give up for the long 
Lenten season.  
 
Nowhere on the planet is Fat Tuesday celebrated 
more than on Bourbon Street in New Orleans. The 
day is celebrated with festivities and parades and of 
course much food and drink. While in New Orleans, a 
big tradition is in wearing Mardi Gras beads and 
giving them to others. And tradition requires that if a 
guy gives a girl some beads, she has to do 
something for him.... 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Americans have recognized Black History  
Month annually since 1926, first as "Negro 
History Week" and later as "Black History 
Month." However, black history had barely 
begun to be studied-or even documented-when 
the tradition originated.  
 
We owe the celebration of Black History Month, and, 
the study of black history, to Dr. Carter G. Woodson. 
Born to parents who were former slaves, he spent his 
childhood working in the Kentucky coal mines and 
enrolled in high school at age twenty. He graduated in 
two years and earned a Ph.D. from Harvard. He was 
disturbed to find that history books largely ignored the 
black American population-and when blacks did figure 
into the picture, it was generally in ways that reflected 
their inferior social position. 
 
Woodson decided to take on the challenge of writing 
black Americans into the nation's history. In 1926, he 
launched Negro History Week as an initiative to bring 
national attention to the contributions of black people 
throughout American history. Woodson chose the 
second week of February for Negro History Week 
because it marks the birthdays of two men who greatly 
influenced the black American population, Frederick 
Douglass and Abraham Lincoln holiday (in most 
states) to honor the birthday of Abraham Lincoln.
